What is Going to Happen?

Between Monday 22nd June and 
Friday 26th June there will be 7 
assessments taking place:

1 English Language

1 Maths (calculator paper)

1 Science

4 (1 for each option block)



• The assessments will take place during lesson time

• You will either be in the sports hall or a classroom access arrangement room

• Bags and things not required for the assessment will be sorted in the PE changing rooms

• You will sit in the same seat for all assessments

• You will enter, exit and complete the assessments in exam conditions

What is Going to Happen?



▪ You are under assessment conditions from the moment you enter the exam 

room until the point at which you have left the room

▪ From this point you should not communicate with, or disturb other students

▪ If you need assistance during the assessment, you must put your hand up and 

wait for a teacher to attend to you. 

▪ It is your responsibility to check you have the correct paper and access 

arrangement – speak to a teacher if you think there is a problem

Exam Room Conditions



• You must provide your own equipment and it must be brought into the room in a 
CLEAR, SEE-THROUGH pencil case or bag. 

• For every assessment you will need: 

2 pens – black ink only; Pencil; ruler; pencil sharpener; highlighter, eraser 

• For maths you will need: 

Compasses; protractor; calculator (not lids)

• You are NOT allowed to use: 

Correcting fluid (Tipp-Ex), gel pens, your own paper, blue ink
